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· Establish rapport with adult students

Adult learning theory indicates that adult students should “connect” with the librarian to facilitate learning.  Introduce yourself; establish common bonds when beginning a presentation.  Acknowledge that they may feel overwhelmed both by the time commitment required to perform library research, and the new electronic resources available to them.
· Show relevance of library research skills by linking them to the course 
Work with the instructor prior to the session to ensure that there is a research assignment that will reinforce the skills to be taught, and that the assignment is linked to the course objectives.
· Capture interest of adult students through active learning techniques
Use classroom control software to keep students from reading their email or surfing the web during your presentation; or do a presentation using a laptop and projector in their classroom, then adjourn to a computer lab to allow them to practice the skills presented.

· Bridge the gap between student information needs and resources available
Generally, adult students are unaware of the wide variety of resources available to them.  Create a web page for the class that highlights information resources relevant to their course, including print and web-based resources.  Also highlight interactive tutorials, links to email or chat reference services your library provides, information on how to schedule a research paper consultation, and access to writing assistance.

· Have a backup plan for teaching library research skills in case technology fails

Prepare your presentation in Microsoft Power Point notes format and distribute as a handout for students to take notes.  Load your presentation as screen captures on a flash drive or hard drive of your laptop in the event the internet connection fails.  Carry your presentation as overhead projector slides in the event your laptop or LCD projector fails.  Carry chalk and whiteboard markers in case all of your modern technology fails and you must illustrate your points in the old-fashioned manner. Keep your composure and your sense of humor, and your adult students will empathize with you!
