1. Minute Review – Approve minutes from January 19th, 2010 conference call.

Kristen motions, Danielle seconds.   Update header, add 40 people attended Fall 2009 program via Second Life and approximately 30 people were in person.
2. Update on Spring Program (Scaramozzino)

Eight attendees so far, deadline March 15. Two librarians can talk on the subject mainly about the work they are doing and maybe some of the programs.  Can’t get a hold of any profs or industry folks to speak because they are all very busy.  Kristen’s friend, Wes Hagen of Clos Pepe Vineyards, will come speak at 11am.
3. Update from AAAS Annual Meeting Feb. 18-22, 2010, San Diego (LaBonte)

We discovered Vivo, an open source software that will crawl different campus web pages and display information on scholarship. Public launch is Oct. 2011.  

Julia Gelfand is trying to get librarian discount for next year (similar to teacher discount).
Librarians in attendance all got to meet a variety of professionals in the field including Faculty, publishers, policy makers, administrators.  There were a lot of talks on STEM education and talks that emphasized communicating science.  Discussions of data and what to do about it were fairly common.  Librarians need to be involved in the conversation so scientists can get a handle on how to create metadata so these datasets can be accessed into the future.
Dinner gathering had 13 in attendance, which was about half of all of the librarians who received free attendance.

Ron Howard, Dean of School of Cinematic Arts @ USC Elizabeth Daley, Kalpen Modi (actor who portrays Kumar), and former CalTech prof. Kip Thorne did a session on how to promote science through entertainment.

4. CARL Meeting (Scaramozzino) – Add to website?  Email announcement?

CARL requested on Sat. that there will be interest group lunch gatherings from 12-2 which are listed in the program. We will go to the River City Brewing Company which is a 5 minute walk from Capitol Plaza.  1 week before the conference we should send something to SEAL and CARL-ALL. Jeanine has a reservation for 15.
5. Fall Program (Mayberry)

We should try for Orange or San Diego Counties for a program to be held in early Nov.  or late Oct. Please keep your eyes out for conferences or meetings during that time (Internet Librarian Oct. 26-28). USD is an option.  Is Pomona done with construction?  Ann Morgan is a good contact to ask.  Claremont is another possibility.  Shoot for Friday, Nov. 5th and an alternate date of Oct. 15th.
Perhaps doing something on science data curation would be a good idea.  We could have a discussion on publishing models that include data ingestion by the publishers. A professor could talk about integrating data curation into workflows.  UCI has a physicist that heads a group that works on CERN and is a part of the atlas detector group.  Does NSF or NIH have a data curation requirement for their grants?  There is discussion going on, also with medical and pharmaceutical research that may be required independently to house their data so that people do not have to repeat the efforts of others.  We should all do research on our campuses and find out if there are any data curators and what is happening with data in regards to other projects.  We might want to look into what the supercomputer center is doing (in San Diego). In the last three months or so at least 10 librarian positions have come up that are “Data Curation Librarian” positions.  
Another option is something like “Science Boot Camp”.  This would be larger than a regular fall program.  It’s like a mini-conference scheduled for three days.  There are 2-3 hour sessions with faculty and researchers that come in, give us an overview of the subject, and education non-specialists to a level of awareness of a topic.  Could be focused on collections, sources, or orientation to subject. Data curation could be part of this.  We could try to reach out to non-science Librarians as well (to promote not being afraid of science).
We could also do a “Science Day Camp” for one day and pick one topic and do an intensive day on it, although that is pretty much what we do for our programs.
6. Website Updates (Skaggs)

Danielle is ready to put up some more of our archival information.  Mitchell has the archives. We have old photos up and some video. Our video of the Santa Barbara Botanic Gardens gets a lot of traffic, likely because people were referencing it to see what it looked like before the Jesusita Fire.

We should start taping (and have a release form) for our programs and place them on our site.  Second life was nice to offer at the STEM program. 

7. Announcements

UCI is looking for a new UL.  UCSB and UCD are also looking for ULs.  
Special Collections & Archivist position will open soon at CSUN and Cal Poly SLO.  CSUN has the second largest collection in the world of sex and sex research, international guitar research archives, Segovia’s papers, urban archives, history of labor and labor unions (focusing on Southern CA), local history, Mulholland papers, water resources, Gilbert and Sullivan materials, the second largest collection of Dickens (coming soon), old China Hands Archive (World War II), and art.  CUSN has 24,000 FTE students, 23 librarians and 2 deans. SLO strengths in the collection are from Julia Morgan (architect for Hearst Castle), local architecture, California book art, Institutional Repository documents. SLO currently has seven librarians and twenty-five staff for 15,000 students.  
It’s rumored that Humboldt librarians have to take the 10 month pay option and work 12 months now.
CSUN has received an endowment for collection development in women in science and engineering.
